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Tighten the MM into the open port and orientate it like shown.  Plumb in strainer 
to bottom of the tank by removing the petcock tightening the street elbow, long 
nipple, strainer, and ballvalve together.  (Note ball valve is opened to clean out 
sediment in the strainer periodically)   

Mount SFD to wall by using holes punched into bracket (Mount as packaged or 
flip around like it’s pictured as desired).  Spin on filters and place decals on front 
of the filters (This is important to have the warning in sight of anyone working 
around the SFD). 

(Optional Tank Drain):  Note tank must be depressurized during 
installation.  

Remove 1/4”  plug on right hand side 
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IMPORTANT! Installation of the all the moisture and 
oil removing peripherals must be done before 
mounting SFD to the wall   

Mount to work bench with a 
clamp 

Step One Step Two 

Remove the timer and cord by 
unscrewing the thumb screw 
on top of the valve.

Place pipe dope on the 4”  galvanized     
nipple and thread into the SFD  
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Tighten the 4”  pipe and elbow

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Mounting The Moisture Minder   

Remove the 1/4”  plug from the front left valve (Tsunami side nearest 
to the Tsunami).  Thread in the 1/4”  hex nipple.   

Thread in the inlet (Intermittent Air sticker) of the MM onto the nip-
ple noting the orientation of the tank must be up and further most 
from the unit.  Plum the nylon hose to the bottom of the Tsunami up
